6. CAB- Ms Lynn Hannah

Ms Lynn Hannah has been Chief Executive since April last year with Citizen Advise Bureau (CAB). She has introduced her role and shared statistics to date. She was happy to answer questions. She elaborated the close link and work with Waverley Borough Council and Surrey County Council. She informed the Council of CAB’s core work such as giving advice on housing, immigration, education and benefits.
