WA/2014/0401 – Old Coach House, Alldens Lane – Erection of extension to existing detached garage
 No objection.

WA/2014/0483 – Hascombe Court, – Construction of vehicular access piers, gates and associated works
No objection.

 WA/2014/0484 – Hascombe Court – Listed building consent for erection of piers and associated works
No objection subject to the approval of the Historical Buildings Officer.

Busbridge Parish Council has no objection to the replacement of the existing garage however; the Council can see no reason why the replacement building should not be designed to be the same volume as the existing one. The depth of the building is constrained by that needed for a garage bay and the 6 metres is very generous for this purpose.

It is noted that no chimney stack is shown for the proposed biomass boiler. These stacks are known to be much higher than conventional domestic chimneys and as such maybe inappropriate in the AONB.

It is also noted that no mention is made of storage facilities for biomass fuel. Will another building be required for this purpose?

WA/2014/0629 – Hascombe Court. Hascombe Road - Listed building consent for repair work and alterations to the Gazebo Pavilion and the Rock Garden Pavilion

WA/2014/0648 – Homewood House, Hambledon Road - Certificate of Lawfulness under Section 127 for the erection of outbuildings
If the scale of this development falls within “permitted limits” Busbridge Parish Council has no objections.
WA/2014/0674 – Park House, Stilemans, Hascombe Road – Erection of extensions and alterations following demolition of existing extensions and conservatory

WA/2014/0744 – Tamarisk, South Munstead Lan4e – Erection of extensions and alterations following demolition of existing porch

WA/2014/0699 – Homewood House, Hambledon Road – Certificate of Lawfulness under section 193 for the erection of an extension
Busbridge Parish Council considers this application for a certificate of lawfulness to be wholly inappropriate given the large scale of the proposed extension. Even if it fulfils the letter of the criteria needed, it certainly is not within the spirit of permitted development rights.
Homewood House is situated in greenbelt and the Surrey Hills AONB and as such special circumstances are required for any development on this scale
The design of the extension while creating a grand mansion, shows little respect for the local vernacular.
The house has already been extended in the past and there is another application already submitted to WBC for very substantial outbuildings about which BPC has already expressed its concern.
The percentage increase in floor area is not given in this application but it would appear to be far in excess of the 40% normally permitted.

We understand that an application for a certificate of lawfulness does not require neighbouring properties to be notified. The proposal will have considerable impact both during construction and after on both its immediate neighbour, Inwood with which it shares access to the road and with neighbouring properties on Hambledon road.
For all these reasons Busbridge Parish Council considers that this application should be refused and that this application must be subjected to the full rigour of a full planning application.
