	MATTERS ARISING

Formal  Complaint – Against WBC

At the 13 Mar 14 meeting (Minute 5b refers) Members resolved that:

· the  Chairman should prepare a draft to be submitted to WBC (Barry Lomax) advising that BPC are now satisfied that the tree wind breaks have been cut to the required height but emphasising that this pruning must be maintained on an on-going basis.

· the complaint to remain open as the season is long and extends to late autumn.

Sat the 22 May 14 meeting (Minute 5a refers) Members noted that a second letter had been written on 2 Apr 14 to Mr B Lomax, and that a reminder had been sent on 30 Apr 14 but that the Council had still not received any response to the original letter.

Members resolved that;

· Another “Call Up” letter should be sent to Mr Lomax.

· The Clerk should email Cllr Byham suggesting that the decisions and conditions imposed on all Planning Applications upon which the Parish Council had observed should be notified to the Parish Council by WBC.
